
HU-25 Falcon Forward Camera Notes 

• All videos start based on the takeoff times listed in the project takeoff/landing time 
spreadsheet. 

• All videos continue until the landing time.  However, a significant number of the files 
end before landing (up to 15mins which was the individual file length) due to the fact 
that the last file did not close properly once the power was turned off. 

• The files are recorded at 2sec for 2020 and 1sec for 2021 and 2022.  Therefore, the 
frame rate is set to this value.  Playback can be sped up on most MP4 viewers. 

• A spot check was done on most of the files to make sure that it matched the takeoff 
times listed (i.e., no delay in the timestamps).  The best estimate is that there can be to 
approximately +/- 5 seconds offset from the GPS time.  Flights that had saved files with 
time gaps were assumed to have time offsets of another file that could be adjusted to 
the takeoff or landing time.

20200308 L1 (gap between files) 
20200312 L2 (no take off data but there is a landing, gaps between files) 
 
20200813 L1 (no take off data but there is a landing) 
20200817 L1 (gaps between files but has take off and landing) 



20200821 L1 (based times on landing rather than takeoff, might have up to 2min time 
offset) 
20200921 L1 (no landing data) 
20200922 L1 (has gap between files but has both take off and landing images)
